Beni’s Discount Bentos, run by the aforementioned Beni, a Japanese-American woman in a red 
newsboy cap. She has a crew of dumpster divers and bribes the staff at various Oasis Markets to grab 
slightly-expired Prepak lunches from the shelves and resell them at street rates. Helping Beni gives one of the 
Crew a selection of free meals, allowing them to cut their Lifestyle payment by 100eb.

Emengarde’s Escorts is an escort company specializing in attractive companionship for sexual and 
non-sexual encounters. She’ll give them a choice tidbit of gossip that serves as a one-time +5 bonus to any 
Check made to get the dirt on a Corporate Exec.

Madame Mimeux’s is an oddity in Night City— - a vendor selling old, out-of-copyright movies on 
copied chips. Madame Mimeux is also, however, one of Night City’s best forgers, using her business as a 
front to justify her clandestine deliveries. As a reward she will forge a single use identification document for 
one Edgerunner.

Carl’s Car Rentals is run by Carl Hudson, a former drag racer of some repute. If the Edgerunners help 
him sort out parts delivery, he will give them a free rental. This means the Edgerunner will have access to 
a Compact Groundcar for a week, but are also on the hook for damages and repairs, if any should occur 
during their use of the vehicle.

The Lost Kids would rather run than fight, so there’s not much of a chance of them seeing combat in Bathed in Red. 
Still, we know GMs might want to use the nasty, upgraded cyberware package against their Crew on another 
occasion so here are the rules for how the blood sucking function works.

The upgraded Megabite installed in the Lost Kids has a special function in combat: a suction pump. The kids 
won’t use this unless they have no choice, but it functions like the Choke Action. First, the attacker uses the Grab 
Action to grapple their target. Then they can use an Action (no Check needed) in subsequent Rounds to bite into 
the neck and drain blood, doing their BODY STAT directly to the target’s HP, ignoring armor. Unlike Choke, this 
attack is fully lethal. The process is extremely messy.
